This includes developing tools to 
improve energy efficiency in FOSS development, supporting software eco-certification within FOSS communities, and 
promoting sustainability solutions related to software among the general public. “Sustainable Software For Sustainable 
Hardware” (German: Nachhaltige Software für Nachhaltige Hartware, or NH4NS) is a new KDE Eco campaign to raise 
awareness about e-waste and the critical role of software for the long-term, efficient use of hardware.
